Title:  (SEC 508:  This is a short but meaningful title.)
SEC508:  ‘Simple accessibility bug web page’ Log In button has Alt Text missing.

Description: (This is a brief non-technical overview of the issue.)
On the Simple Section 508 Bug web page, there is a log in button that is represented by just a graphic. This button does not have any alt text associated with it and JAWS does not say anything to indicate this is how you log in.

Customer Impact: (This will affect our customer badly because…)

A JAWS (or other screen reader user) will not be able to log in to the site since they cannot determine that the link is for this purpose.

Work Around: (You can work around this issue by doing this…)
No work around. This issue needs to be fixed.

Details: (This is where the technical details of the bug go.)
Internet Explorer version 7 and JAWS version 9 was used for this test. A trial version of JAWS can be found at: http://www.freedomscientific.com/fs_downloads/jaws.asp.

Section 508 requirement not being met:

 § 1194.22 (a)
A text equivalent for every non-text element shall be provided (e.g., via "alt", "longdesc", or in element content).

It appears that the alt text for the Log In graphic button is not set. A closer look shows that the alt text is placed in the wrong location. See sample of HTML code below:

The alt tag should be placed within the <img> tag instead of the <a href> tag.

FYI: You can also see the list of Link in the web page that JAWS sees by using the Insert + F7 command to open the link dialog while JAWS is running.

Repro Steps:

1. Start JAWS.

2. Open the Simple Accessibility Bug web page and make sure focus is set to the browser.

3. Press Ctrl + Home to set JAWS’ focus to the top of the web page

4. Down arrow four (4) times to set the focus to the Log In button
Results:

JAWS says “…link graphic lee.” It does not tell the user this is the link for logging in.

Expected:

JAWS should tell the user that this is the Log In link.
